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SAMPLE LESSON

Skill Area: Content Area Subjects

Language Stage: Early Production

Outcome: The student will draw whatever their imagination prompts them from a
squiggle.

Materials: Paper, pencils, crayons, markers

Procedure: The students are given Xeroxed sheets with a squiggle on it such as:
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The students then add lines or figures to the squiggle to depict something real
or imaginary. Then they are asked to explain to the class, or a partner, what
their work represents. The students may dictate a title or a few short words to
the teacher to write below the squiggle.
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
